1 Fund, is to increase the wealth of its investors by substantially 
outperforming the MSCI World Total Return Index, Net Dividends
Reinvested (MSCI World) over the medium to long term without
incurring significant risk to capital.

Investment Management
Hunter Hall is an Australian leader in socially responsible investing.
It manages high conviction portfolios with a focus on Australian and
Asian equities. It was founded in 1993 and manages A$1.5b assets
under management.

Specifically, this
involves restricting investments in companies, which derive revenue
from the sale of armaments, tobacco products, gambling, factory
farming, destruction of the environment and uranium mining.

Investment Commentary
December offered some relief for international investors after
global share markets tumbled in November. The S&P 500 and
London’s FTSE Index both gained 1% while our benchmark, the
MSCI World in US$, fell 0.1%. Disappointingly, The Hunter Hall
Global Opportunities Fund fell 1.4%, underperforming its
benchmark by 1.3%.

Our exposure to Australian gold explorer and producer St Barbara
(-11%) detracted from performance as the gold price fell 10% to
US$1563/oz in December. St Barbara announced late in the
month its plan to buy back a maximum of 15m shares, or 4.6%
of its capital base, over 6 months. The shareholder-friendly
announcement sent the stock up as much as 11% on the day of
its release.

Australian influenza drug developer Biota (+11%) had a strong
December on the back of news that it may seek a merger by mid
2012 after a strategic review by Piper Jaffray. The outcomes of
the review included a possible NASDAQ listing, and working
with US companies to obtain direct exposure to the lucrative US
pharmaceutical market.

Pleasingly, after adding Hyundai Home Shopping Network to
the portfolio last month, the company rose 20% during December.
Hyundai Home Shopping Network is Korea’s third-largest
television home shopping business. The domestic TV home
shopping market has been expanding, and despite global
economic uncertainty, the company is well placed with a healthy
cash position of KRW875b (US$750m), helping it to avoid any
possible liquidity concerns. 

India’s Allahabad Bank fell 24% as the Indian Rupee continued
to decline against the world’s major currencies. Our other Indian
holdings also suffered as the Indian stock exchange fell 25%
during 2011. The 16% decline in the Indian Rupee/US$ exchange
rate saw the Indian market decline by 38%in US$ terms, making
it one of the world’s worst performing markets in 2011. This
reversed a lot of the gains from 2009 and 2010 when it was up by
over 120% in US$ terms. Tulip Telecom (-21%), tea manufacturer
McLeod Russel (-15%) and jewellery manufacturer Shree Ganesh
(-25%) all fell during December as concerns over India’s thirteen
separate increases in monetary policy, since March 2010, were
starting to bite.

At month end the Fund’s net assets were US$11.9m with 18.5%
net liquids. 

With 2011 now behind us, we are working hard to take advantage
of opportunities that will present themselves in the new year. The
sell-off in international share markets over the past 12 months
has created some great opportunities for Hunter Hall.
